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Maximal Perl
Is the traditional view of Perl

Perl's famous motto:
e [here’s More Than One Way to Do It!

But nobody really needs
e several different ways to express each
common operation
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Minimal Perl
a carefully crafted dialect of Perl

POLICY:

® there's no need for a UNIX user to learn all of
Perl!
» at least, not initially

ALTERNATIVE:
® concentrate on the UNIX-like features of Perl
e so you can learn quickly by capitalizing on your
existing knowledge
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Target Audience for Part |
"UNIX/Linux People"

UNIX users
e who have used grep

» to extract lines that match
e maybe also sed

» to change text non-interactively
e probably also awk

» maybe just for field processing
. . . but aren't necessarily "Programmers"”
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UNIX Shell Skills

help you learn Perl

Commands

e have options and arguments
Input is read from

e filename arguments

e or STDIN -- pipe or keyboard
Quoting

e SQs disallow processing

e DQs allow some substitutions

e logical operators

Many other elements same or similar

e filename generation

» * txt, [aeiou] *

e regular expressions

» . *txt$, *[aeiou] . *

e vi/sed-like commands
» s/old/new/g
